His previous
publication, Knocknagoshel: History of Past and Present 1890-2023, became a remarkable bestseller, with 1,700 copies sold across
the USA, England, and Ireland.

The new novel centres on Hugh McCann, better known as Matt the Thresher—a name made famous
by Tipperary writer Charles Kickham in Knocknagow (The Homes of Tipperary),
Murphy’s ictionalised account follows the young Kerryman as he emigrates to Chicagoin 1947,
where he becomes a star full-back for the Kerry team in Gaelic Park.

But the bright lights come at a cost. Though he finds initial success, Matt is eventually drawn into the darker side of life in the Windy
City. In a dramatic turn, he is tragically killed during a vielent confrantation between the Irish and Italian mafia, His teammates in Gaelic
Park hanour him with an oak coffin, where he lies in state for two days before being flown home to Shannon and finally laid to rest in
Knockane Cemetery, Knocknagoshel. Large crowds gathered to pay their respects, with the local GAA forming a guard of honour as
Hugh McCann returned to the soil he longed for—another poignant reminder of the toll emigration

has taken on generations of Irish families.

The sun has set on this years North Kerry Championship and it is Listowel Emmets who have once
again cemented their seat at the top table. In a game played in grim weather condition in Ballylong-
ford the contest never lived Up to the captivating clash in Brosha, Emmets finished with an eleven
point margin and though hard for Knock to accept, the shorifall only slightly flattered Listowe! who
banished all doubt on a damp day in late November, The destination of the Bemard O'Caliaghan
cup seemed assured throughout except for a three minute purple patch in the second half where
Knocknageshel fired in two geals in quick succession. Listowel calmly dealt with the fightback and
had the game beyond reach in minutes once more, From the throw in it looked like role reversals
for the two teams from the drawn game. It was Emmets who were hungry, intense and playing like
they'd something to prove. For long stages of the opening period Knocknagashel just couldn't

For Knecknagoshel they can be very proud of what they achleved In this year's competition,
though the last page of their faintale holds a bitter ending, In many ways this was Knocknagoshel's
championship, the players and supporters dared to believe and have brought a welcome fresh-
ness to the tournament. [t should act as a lesson to athers that once you apply yourself, the Impossi-
ble can become possible, maybe even probable. Hearts are broken and will need time to mend but
one hopes this voyage will ignite the green & gold of Knocknagoshel into the new year and even
better days ahead.
